Student Expectations:

Behavior

Complete assignments to the best of your ability.  Talk to me before the due date if you are having troubles or unclear.  Late assignments will lose 10% per day.  
(Maximum loss is 50% so it is always better to hand in assignments eventually)
Tests & Quizzes:

A missed exam is recorded as zero unless arrangements have been made ahead of time or a note is brought for a medical absence.  There are no re-writes for examinations.
Plagiarism and cheating will result in a zero and possible referral to administration, which could lead to the failure of the course.
